INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION

The International Competition is an original Bulgarian idea included in the specialized educational strategy
ProKARSTerra-Edu. It is developed by the International Laboratory of Karstology of the NIGGG-BAS, in international
cooperation.The Competition is organized in partnership with the Center for Karstology "Vladimir Popov" Foundation and
has 4 editions (2005, 2012, 2015 and 2019). A total of 576 authors from 20 countries took part in them, presenting 495
original works. In 2012, the Competition received UNESCO support.

Traditionally, the announcement of the results and the awarding of the winners in the Competition takes place at
ceremonies within the plenary sessions of the International karst scientific forums organized by the NIGGG-BAS.

The Competition, which is gaining growing popularity, is becoming a creative laboratory for the exchange of knowledge,
skills and ideas. It is an important part of the Bulgarian initiative proposed (2013) by the NIGGG-BAS Experimental
